September 11, 2001, 8:46 AM:
Flight 11 hit the North Tower killing all 92 people onboard.

9:03 AM:
Flight 175 hit the South Tower, killing all 65 people onboard.

9:37 AM:

Flight 77 crashes into the Pentagon, killing all onboard and 125 military members on site.

10:03 AM:
Flight 93 crashed into an open field in Pennsylvania, killing all onboard.

First responders got there as soon as they could. Some didn't even know what happened.

19 hijackers, 3000 killed in total

While others ran out, they ran in

Flames erupted in both towers

On that day, Orio Joseph Palmer led his team of firefighters all the way up to the 78th floor of
